The papers for the workshop should be written in English language.  The paper has to be of 
number of pages 15 – including tables, figures and the final summary. Please use numeration 
of pages. The workshop Proceedings will be published at CD, therefore tables, and figures 
could be full-coloured. You are kindly requested to send good quality material. However the 
file size should not exceed  2.5 MB.

2. Detailed indications 
2.1. Paper processing 
1 free line (12 dpi) 
A page size should be A4 with the top margin: 

- 2.5 + 6.0 = 8.5 cm on the first page, 
- 2.5 cm on the next pages. 

The bottom, left and right margins are 2.5 cm,  so the width of paper text is 16.0 cm, written 
in Times New Roman (TNR, size 12 dpi) and being aligned to side margins.  

The title of paper should be centred and printed in capital letters (TNR, 14 dpi – bold). 
Name and surname of author (authors) have to be placed under the title of a paper without 
academic and professional degrees (TNR, 12 dpi – bold, centred). Note about the author(s), as 
well as contact information should be given in the footnote at the bottom of the first page (size 
10 dpi; see an example). The chapter titles should be numbered and aligned to the left margin 
(TNR, 12 dpi – bold).
